Only 60 miles (approximately 100 kilometres) from London, lying between the
Ridgeway and the River Thames, the Vale stretches from the edge of Oxford to the
threshold of the Cotswolds. Its enchanting landscape is marked by a mysterious
pagan past — the very name of the Vale comes from the oldest chalk figure in
Britain dating back over 3,000 years.

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Wander through the tranquil
countryside to untouched
stretches of the River Thames,
waterside pubs, pretty villages and
elegant country homes. The Vale
has a network of footpaths that
connect two National Trails — the
prehistoric Ridgeway slips across
open downland and the Thames
Path leads you onto lush willowy
walks.

Holidays in the Vale can combine
many interests. The rich farmlands
have an unspoilt rural charm that
complements the three historic,
bustling market towns of Abingdon,
Faringdon and Wantage.

Abingdon is on the Thames and is
a major centre for boating. In July
Swan Upping takes place at
Abingdon.

a wonderful display of pageantry.

Faringdon has a 17th Century
market hall which is built on stilts
and the Folly Tower which
provides tremendous views of the
surrounding countryside. Nearby
Buscot Park has famous water
gardens and also the delightful
Faringdon Collection, which
includes Burne-Jones’s celebrated
Briar Rose paintings.

Stylised in shape it is also the
second largest measuring 110 metres (360ft) by 38.5 metres
(126ft). Its shape is not just etched into the hillside, but
formed by cutting a trench to shape and infilling it with
chalk blocks.

The great Benedictine abbey of St. Mary’s at
Abingdon was an Anglo-Saxon foundation of about
670AD. It was founded and rebuilt after 955 by

St. Aethelwold and again in the 12th Century by
Norman abbots. It became extremely rich but

was finally dissolved by Henry VIII in 1538.

Between the 17th and 19th
Centuries huge fairs and sporting competitions known
as the “Pastime” were held here. Up to 30,000 people
attended these festivities, and the last great “Pastime”
was held in 1857.

Every year, during a week in mid-july when the
cygnets on the River Thames are about two months
old, the annual swan marking begins at Sunbury and
finishes at Abingdon Bridge. It has always been the
duty of the sovereign’s swan marker to count the new
cygnets each year.

The swans are surrounded by the boats of the swan
uppers and each swan is lifted on board, ringed,
logged and checked over before it is left to go on its
way. Finding and handling the birds, which can have
a wing span of up to three metres, is a skilled job
done by men who work as lightermen and watermen
the rest of the year round. All of them are given the
title of Freeman of the River Thames before they can
become a swan upper.
